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expedited for humanitarian reasons because the applicant is in immediate danger in Afghanistan. At this
the Taliban are in complete control of Afghanistan and Taliban have publicly threatened and carried out
attacks specifically against those allies who assisted the United States government, interpreters,
government employees, minorities as well as family members. This application is being submitted
because [BENEFICIARY] is at grave risk do to the Taliban in Afghanistan. The Taliban are currently in
control of Afghanistan and all those who oppose their extremist ideology are at risk of retaliation
including US allies and those who served in the prior Afghan government. [BENEFICIARY] is
particularly at risk because [EXPLAIN FACTORS THAT MAKE CASE UNIQUE.]

3. Clear copy of beneficiary’s passport, or other government-issued document (such as
Taskera, national ID card) that indicates the beneficiary’s citizenship;

4. Proof of immigration status of the petitioner, (Person filing the humanitarian parole)
including U.S. passport, Lawful Permanent resident card, or birth certificate;

5. A copy of the front and back of the original Taskera for the beneficiary

6. Form I-134, Affidavit of Support;

o Proof of Financial sponsor’s U.S. citizenship or lawful permanent resident status,
including U.S. passport, lawful permanent resident card, and birth certificate
(United States citizen or Lawful Permanent Status is not required but preferred. Note
that the financial sponsor and petitioner DO NOT have to be the same person, but it is
preferable that the sponsor have a close relationship with beneficiary.)

o Supporting financial documentation for sponsor, including pay stubs, a copy of
themost recent year of tax returns, or a letter from the sponsor’s employer.

7. Statements from petitioner and beneficiary (if possible) explaining the reasons parole is being
requested for the beneficiary. These statements should focus on any reasons why the
beneficiary would be at special risk from the Taliban in Afghanistan. for example, for being
the family member of a U.S. citizen or lawful permanent resident; for having worked with the
U.S. government, U.S. contractor, or U.S. subcontractor; or for having opposed the Taliban’s
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ideology through human rights activism) or a minority group the Taliban are seeking to
prosecute;

8. Copies of any previously filed immigrant petitions (Forms I-130, 1-140, 1-360, etc.) or
nonimmigrant petitions filed by or for the beneficiary, if available;

9. [IF PAROLE REQUEST IS ALSO BASED ON MEDICAL NEEDS] include the
following documentation: doctor’s verification of medical problems, information about
diagnosis and prognosis, and the duration of the medical treatment.
